SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING
COMPLETION OF LEFT OVER ITEMS FROM THE AUGUST 12, 2010 REGULAR MEETING
August 16, 2010

MINUTES

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Mary Wingfield; Council Members Barb Carson and Nino Nardecchia

MEMBERS ABSENT: Council Members Jay Brunner and Jane Harper

OTHERS PRESENT: Alan Mitchell
Wingfield called the special meeting to order @ 5:52pm. 
AGENDA APPROVAL: 

Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to approve the agenda as drafted.
RFP – SNOWPLOWING: Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to approve the RFP as drafted by Wingfield and to publish notice of the RFP in the White Bear Press and LMC website, with a deadline of September 30, 2010. 

RFP - FURNACE:  Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to award the bid for the new boiler to Boiler Exxperts at the quoted price, with the $400.00 add on and excluding the optional items. 

MEETING DATE FOR PUBLIC LAKE TRACT ORDINANCE AND DOG WASTE ORDINANCE:  Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to hold a special meeting on August 30, 2010 at 7:00pm concerning the City’s Public Lake Tract Ordinance and Dog Waste Ordinance. 

SET SPECIAL MEETING FOR AUDIT REPORT: Wingfield directed Powers to set a meeting date in September for Council review of the audit report, with a preference for before September 15 if at all possible. 

SET SPECIAL MEETING TO ADOPT 2011 LEVY:  Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to conduct a special meeting for September 13, 2010 at 7:00 for the purpose of setting the preliminary levy to be certified to Washington County, and also to go over the audit report. 

WBLCD VACANCY:  Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to regretfully accept the resignation of Doug Danks as a Birchwood Village representative to the White Bear Lake Conservation District, and to direct staff to publicize the vacancy in the City newsletter and the White Bear Press with a deadline of September 8, 2010 for consideration at the September 14, 2010 regular City Council meeting. 

RESOLUTION 2010-08-16: ACCEPTANCE OF DONATION: Wingfield explained that Nardecchia donated a vacuum cleaner and cleaner bags to the City for use at the Village Hall. Statute requires the City to acknowledge any donations via resolution – which requires a roll call vote. 

Powers called the roll:

Carson: NO
Nardecchia: AYE
Mayor Wingfield: AYE

The resolution is adopted. 

FINANCE COMMITTEE DIRECTIVE: Wingfield discussed the need for City review of fund allocations, sewer balance correction, and municipal investments, and desired to have the Finance Committee review these areas and report back to the Council for incorporation in the City’s 2011 budget. 

Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0 to direct the Finance Committee to perform said review. 

TV SCREEN FOR VILLAGE HALL: Nardecchia/Wingfield 3-0 to authorize Greg Donovan to spend up to $1,500.00 for acquisition of a TV screen for the Village Hall to replace the screen that is damaged.

REIMBURSEMENT FOR DEAD TREE REMOVAL – GREG McNEELY: Nardecchia/Wingfield unanimous to reimburse Greg McNeely $50.00 for the cost of removal of a dead tree from City property. 

REVIEW $1,000.00 PARTICIPATION FEE FOR STORMWATER POND CLEAN OUT: Wingfield asked Powers if this work has been done yet, because she had been told by the City Engineer that there is a question whether the City’s cost represents a fair allocation of the expense, given the percentage of the pond’s water coming from the City. Powers responded that the City Council reviewed this matter in August 2008, and tabled action on authorizing the expense for that same reason. Powers noted that at the September 2008 meeting, the City received documentation that the City Council deemed sufficient assurance and voted to authorize the expenditure. Powers shared with the Council that a couple of weeks ago, he received a call from the City Engineer stating that she had been called by Washington County and the City of White Bear Lake. The other 2 entities were prepared for the clean out and were waiting for the City of Birchwood Village’s response. Powers said he contacted Jay Brunner – the only current Councilmember who was on the Council at that time – and asked for guidance. Brunner authorizes me to tell the City Engineer to proceed. Wingfield noted that it has been a couple of years and, if the work has not started it would be a good idea to revisit the matter. 
Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-0  to advise Washington County and the City of White Bear Lake that, if the work on the stormwater pond clean out has not started, to hold the project in abeyance until such time that the current Council can review the documentation that assigns the City of Birchwood an equal share in the cost of the clean out.  
ADJOURN: Without a motion, Wingfield adjourned the meeting at 6:10pm.
