1. CALL TO ORDER – By Mayor Wingfield at 7:01 p.m.


2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was said.


3. AGENDA  APPROVAL

      Councilmember Harper asked to remove the February 24, 2010 Minutes from the consent agenda. It will be added as an item under Other Business.

Harper wants to remove item 7B (Bond pre-payment) and said this will done after audit work is complete.  Mayor wants discussion of pre-payment as it costs the City $500 interest a month and says that it is important enough to be heard.  The topic will remain on the agenda. 

Mayor wants to discuss the Little Canada contract under the Consent Agenda. There is a need to ratify the contract with Little Canada for utility billing.  Council will need to set a special meeting to hire a clerk and this can be done under item 7C. Harper asked that W-2 forms for 2009 be included under 7A. An update on the Galena water bill issue is due from Councilmember Brunner.  

Motion 1 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to approve the agenda.  All aye, motion passed.

Motion 2 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to add discussion of the Galena water bill under 10B on the agenda.  All aye, motion passed. 

Motion 3 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to adjourn the meeting by 9:30 p.m. Harper, Carson aye; Wingfield, nay, motion passed.  

4. CONSENT AGENDA

A.  Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting April 13, 2010  

Councilmember Nardecchia had asked earlier in the week to have this item removed due to his planned absence from the council meeting. He wanted discussion of these minutes postponed until the June council meeting. Harper said she felt his concerns were addressed in the revised copy of the minutes now before the council. If he has concerns that continue, he can bring those up at the June meeting. It is not proper procedure for someone not present at a meeting to request an agenda item be tabled prior to the meeting. Wingfield stated this was a courtesy request by Nardecchia but she did not want further problems with minutes getting approved in a timely manner. 

B. Minutes of the City Council Work Session and Special City Council meeting on April 29, 2010 

C. Minutes of the May 3, 2010 Special City Council Meeting

Mayor Wingfield stated that she had not reviewed the minutes of  April 29  in the  draft stage prior to the council meeting date. She reiterated that she needs these so as not to lose continuity in the review process. She stated that all minutes should go through one electronic circulation among council members. She asked that the clerk refrain from using emotion-laded terms in the minutes such as “intense” discussion as was stated on page 2 of the April 29 minutes.

Motion 4 (M/Wingfield, S/ Harper) to approve the Consent Agenda.  All aye, motion passed.

Revisions requested to the April 29, 2010 minutes: Harper stated that the interview ended (not “commenced”) at 8:03, on page 1.  PTO was to accrue at a rate of 4 hours per month  “with accrual beginning at the end of the probation period”.   Harper continued – top of page 2,  Nardecchia wanted to hear Harper proposal, not motion.  Harper also said that in the paragraph before motion #4, after environment –add words “that does not have stronger support.”  New phrase: Harper withdrew the motion -Should replace the phrase “Motion withdrawn.”

Further revision by Harper:  Motion 4 included a date – applications due May 18.

 Motion 5 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to approve April 29, 2010 minutes as amended.    Harper, Wingfield aye; Carson abstained, motion passed. 

       5. OPEN PUBLIC FORUM

Mayor Wingfield asked the clerk to delete the text on the agenda that asks people to fill out a comment card before the meeting as that process is no longer used. 

Brian Lind  405 Wildwood Avenue

Mr. Lind called the Council's attention to a letter from attorney  Fritz Knaak (legal counsel to  Dellwood Dock Beach Association)  regarding a court case 12 years ago. He believes that case and the court's findings are relevant to changes the Council may be considering to the ordinances on docks.  It is included in councilmembers' packets for informational purposes only.

      6. CITY REPORTS –  no reports

     7. CITY BUSINESS

A. Disbursements Approval

Mayor Wingfield asked as to which items on the claims list were added since packet delivery. Clerk Reiter stated that those include the last 8 entries on the list. Discussion followed regarding the City's donation to the White Bear Fireworks fund. It was noted that Dick Galena presented on behalf of the White Bear Fireworks Fund last year. Dellwood and Mahtomedi were asked to pay and the fund coordinator said those cities did not pay but Birchwood and White Bear Township have paid in the past. CITY  payment this year could be $200. This is a prepayment if we pay it now as a disbursement. Harper made the point that this is donation request that should be an agenda item.  She asked that this item be pulled from the disbursements and added to the agenda in June.

Motion 6 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to approve this disbursement provided it is discussed as a future agenda item.  All aye; motion passed. 

Mayor Wingfield noted that the disbursements for KEJ Enterprises, which does the City's locates, shows that the City has cut expenses by over half for this item. 


Mayor Wingfield asked what the $1000 check for Schliess Accounting goes toward.  Clerk Reiter stated this is part of the contract with them and they have been helpful in supporting her efforts on the audit. This payment should  not go out until general ledgers and trial balances are sent to HLB, the audit firm, because if she has more questions, she wants to be able to ask before they get paid.

Reiter explained that payments in the past got co-mingled and so it became difficult to separate the deposits between funds. They all stream under the general revenue fund and she can't get them to split on that one deposit date in QuickBooks. CTAS can split between funds so from 2010, this can be done..  

Mayor reconstructed the amount in the sewer fund. She noted that the council has not received any reports from Schleiss.  She asked if the City received any reports from Schliess.  If they are to assist on catching up the 2009 activities and produce balance sheets for the City's funds, she does not want to approve the final payment of $1000.   Councilmember Harper stated that the City can defer payment until we get advice from attorney Sandstrom on possibly breaking the contract but we need to go back and look at what was requested in the contract and when the problems occurred. Some batch payments occurred before the current clerk was hired and perhaps Schliess was not given good instructions and proper information for setting up the accounts. Perhaps, Schliess was not familiar with government accounting. Harper suggested that we we not deny payment but defer until we hear from Schleiss on what specifically they provided to the City.  Mayor  Wingfield said Schliess should give us updated Enterprise fund  or some kind of report because to-date nothing has been produced. She is ok with deferring this check.  Harper stated that Schliess offered to present to the council so this should occur and they should be scheduled  for a future meeting.  Mayor  Wingfield said that Schliess can present documentation without coming to a meeting. The city attorney can contact them to sort this out. This situation will be turned over to the city attorney for review and a recommendation on how to proceed.

Mayor Wingfield and Councilmember Harper clarified the $640 claim for KEJ mowing as they are Ken Johnson billing the city on a monthly basis for six months, starting April 15 through September.  

Motion 7 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to approve the checks for disbursement except for the $1000 to Schliess Accounting) All aye; motion passed. 

B. Bond Pre-Payment 2004A  Series  (Wingfield)

Mayor Wingfield recommended that the City pre-pay the 2004A Bond balance of $108,000 as the City is paying substantial interest on this debt and that could be saved by early payment. She referred Council to the Sewer Fund Balance Estimate she prepared and is included in the council packet for the meeting.  Harper stated that there are inaccuracies on the fund balance estimate sheet and that it would be premature to pay off this debt until we have an accurate sewer fund balance for 2009 and year-to-date expenditure information. She is concerned that the sewer fund balance will dip below the legally required minimum balance. The council has time to deal with this at the June or July meeting because the bond payment is not due until August 1.  Wingfield stated that she had checked with the City's bank in regard to the totals on the estimate sheet. Harper stated her discomfort with the Mayor's conclusions and thought it would be better to decide this point in July and then pay the bond in full when it matures on August 1.  Wingfield stated that the City has the assets to pay this debt down so why wait to pay $109,483.20 which is due by the Friday after this meeting.

Motion 8 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to pay off the $109.483.20 for the 2004 A Bond from the sewer fund balance by Friday.  Wingfield, Carson aye; Harper nay; motion passed. 

During discussion of Motion 8, Harper stated that the council wait for year-end balances and have the Finance Committee meet and bring forward a recommendation to pay  the bond. Wingfield will work with Clerk Reiter to make sure there is adequate money available to pay the bond.

C.  City Clerk Hiring Update (Harper)

Harper reported that there had been one position advertisement in the spring and 46 applications were received.  Of these, , 33 had no or limited municipal government experience, 9 had no clerk experience but some government experience, 4 had clerk experience.  The search committee (Brunner and Harper) interviewed 5 and chose 3 to forward to council for interviews. By the special council meeting date of April 29, 2 had withdrawn (One found another job; one stated that the salary was not enough.). The Council interviewed the remaining person and it was decided not to offer her the job because the 

job announcement stated that the applicant was required to have 2 years of clerk experience and the candidate did not have that. The Council decided at that special meeting to re-post the position for another 2 weeks and to clearly specify that 2 years of clerk experience was desired, not required. Applications were due to the office by May 18 and there would be another round of interviews.   


Contract Extension of Reiter and Simmons  


Harper said she had hoped for a new clerk and now this won't happen until the July council meeting so it is necessary to extend the current clerk's contract. Reiter's contract was through May 15 at up to 36 hours. She proposed that it be extended to July 15,  for 24-28 hours per week. She noted that additional hours may be needed when the auditors are in the office during their field work.

Mayor Wingfield stated that she wanted to defer this motion until council does the next round of interviews. A new person may be qualified to do work without additional office help.  

Harper stated that the auditor will start work on June 1 and complete that work on June 30. She urged  Council to keep Reiter in place since she has the knowledge and expertise needed to work with auditor.  Harper suggested she be kept on until June 30; that would provide a 2-week overlap for the new person coming in to learn the office procedures and ways in which the City conducts its business, assuming that a new clerk can start by mid June. 

Wingfield thought a new clerk could help decide what assistance s/he needs in the office.

Discussion continued between Harper and Wingfield as to how the review and interview process could proceed and on what time frame. The need to move quickly was reiterated but Harper said hiring a qualified person takes time. She and Councilmember Brunner will remain as the committee doing the selection of candidates.

Council set a special meeting date of June 10, 2010 for the interviews with the finalists.

Motion 9 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to hold a special council meeting on June 10 to hire a new city clerk and conduct business not dealt with at the previous June 8 council meeting. Time and agenda to be determined.  All aye; motion passed. 

Discussion of the motion by Harper: adding other business onto the special meeting agenda should be carefully considered so as to allow ample time for a number of interviews.

Mayor Wingfield stated her position is to extend the interim contract through June 10 and determine the further status after the June 10 special meeting. Harper stated that it is not fair to extend a contract for the temporary clerk on a week-by-week basis and that the auditor wishes the current clerk to be retained through the end of June. 

Motion 9 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to extend Clerk Reiter's contract through June 30 at 24-28 hours per week.  Carson and Harper aye; Wingfield nay, motion passed.

In discussion of the motion, the current hours for the clerk were to be  reduced from 36 to 24-28. Harper said that the audit work will be done but follow-up work with auditors on-site will need the current clerk's assistance. 


Simmons' Contract – 

Harper recommended that Simmons' contract be extended and that she serve until a permanent clerk is hired as this was the original  motion for her hire. At the attorney's suggestion, so as not to have an ambiguous contract, her contract expires May 31. Mayor Wingfield asked what would she be doing and Reiter replied that she would continue to answer phones, respond to email, visitors and requests from residents, receive checks, assemble council meeting packets and handle the mail and weekly bank deposit.

Wingfield stated that since water/sewer bills are no longer with the City office, no minutes need be taken and there is no office involvement in the newsletter, the office does not need 2 staff people.

Harper stated that Clerk Reiter's hours will be greatly reduced and Simmons works up to 32 hours a month, not 40. This position was deemed necessary to have in place the required separation of duties for financial transaction; and the City is still playing catch up for not having regular staff in the office in 2009. The council's previous decision was to have Simmons in the office until a new clerk was hired. 

Wingfield inquired as to how much has the City spent year-to-date for office staffing and Reiter said the City does not have that number. Therefore, Wingfield is not comfortable spending money on staff until it is certain this kind of help is needed.

Motion 10 (M/Harper, 2/Carson)  to extend Simmons' contract through June 30.   Harper and Carson aye; Wingfield nay; motion passed.

D.  Tennis Court Installation (Lund)

John Lund of the Parks Committee referred councilmember to the Flex Court document:  The initial quote had been reduced.

The current court surface needs repair due to the Russian olive tree roots and Schifsky & Sons Co. will repair the court for $3200.  That cost is over and above the Flex Court costs.

New nets are needed for a cost of $500.

Flex Court Athletics will now do the new surface for $36, 489 which includes crack fill and overlay.

The Northern Tennis Association grant for $3500 should come in the first of June. 

The committee told the National Tennis Association that the city would not pursue their grant.

The contractors start tomorrow or end of the week. Flex Court wants 50% down; when materials are delivered, they get 40% and when final work is completed, they want  the remaining 10%.  Work is scheduled to begin June 14 with completion by June 19. 

Harper asked that the Council have the city attorney review contracts and have them signed and send these documents to the city's insurance company as well as have the city engineer look at the site. She is concerned that there be a stable base before spending this kind of money.  She stated that it is prudent to have the engineer  review the product, site and specifications and make sure the project is sound. She remembered that problems surfaced with the hockey rink project some years prior and work had to be re-done due to lack of a proper engineering review.

Engineer Elfering reported that Councilmember Carson asked her to look at the tennis court. The majority of the current cracking is indicative of expanding and contraction (aging) over time. The surface is level in general but it is holding water. Flex Court will not be perfectly level. 

Mayor Wingfield inquired if anyone did a review of the courts before the re-surface project was started. The Parks committee should make a recommendation and examine things to see if anything might have been overlooked.

Harper asked Engineer Elfering – is a 2” overlay sufficient?  Elfering replied that given the condition of the court, she would not recommend an overlay and the Parks committee came to same conclusion.  No overlay is in the proposal, just the crack repair and refill.  

Questions were asked of John Lund regarding the grant – where is copy of the grant agreement? What does grant obligate the City to?  Do we comply with ADA? Lund said as long as the court gates are 3' wide. The current ones are 4' so that is all that is required to comply with ADA act.  Tennis instruction is required by granting agency and the Parks committee has someone to provide this. Is there a program proposed? The potential instructor has a program proposal but we need hours the court would be used for lessons and who would run the program -  the City of the instructor? Lund -  the instructor will set the schedule. Harper said City can pursue the grant and if we can't comply, we pay the grant back.  She further stated that if someone uses our courts for their livelihood or business, then the City needs some parameters so residents are assured  court availability. She wants attorney Sandstrom to comment on the tennis program because if the City rents out the court for commercial use, then it may lose its tax exempt status on that piece of property.

Cynthia Tomlinson, chair of the Parks Committee stated that the committee might ask people in Birchwood who use the courts on a regular basis to identify themselves and have the tennis instruction accommodate their schedules.  Then, it could be stipulated to an independent contractor as to  what times the court needs to be available. 

She said that the court will need cleaning with a blower or shop broom with  power washing as necessary. The first year will be a trial for maintenance and then it can be budgeted for.  Tomlinson, Carson and Lund had toured another Flex Court court and said it was in good shape with regular maintenance. She will come back to council and lay out the tennis program as suggested by Harper so that resident use of the courts is not impeded.

John Lund will need to file an accountability report to the grantor (NTA) by December 1. A copy of this resides in the office. 

Motion 11 (M/Carson, S/ Wingfield) to proceed with laying down the Flex Court system for $36, 489 and approve Schifsky bid of $3200; the City will not cash the grant check until council reviews the stipulations.  All aye; motion passed.


Friendly amendment (M/ Harper, S/Carson) to authorize the clerk to sign the purchase    
order.   All aye; amendment passed.

It was noted that the hours during which the courts will be closed are to be posted on the hall door and court gates. Harper encouraged a ribbon cutting ceremony upon completion.

All tennis players in the neighborhood should notify clerk of the times the court should be open for their use.

Comments by Carson: Tighe-Schmitz Park:  residents near the park are concerned about dandelions. The best time to spray is in the fall according to the City of White Bear Lake. A current bid is for $475 for spraying post-emergent weeds. Carson wants to research the best product for dandelion killing and see what is recommended because it is too early to treat now.

E. Appointment of Election Judges

Eight residents signed up to be judges; some want to do split shifts.  .Judges should work for both the  primary and general elections to gain experience with the election equipment set up and voting procedures. 

Motion 12 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to move the resolution to appoint the election judges.  All aye. Roll call taken by clerk. Motion passed.

The question was asked -What if no clerk is in place? Reiter responded that she was told by Washington County that the training for judges is June 15-16 and if there is no clerk by then, they could could certify the head judge who currently has no election experience. He won't be trained until July. The head judge must be able to certify the election machines. The county could run the election for us but would charge us back for this. She noted that only one of the  judges has election experience.

F. Locate service – metal detector purchase

Ken Johnson (KEJ Enterprises) wants to purchase a metal detector; the City has rented one in the past. The rental cost is $23 plus tax. The City has spent close to $500 in the past on detection so Mayor believes it may be better to purchase a detector.

Motion 13 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson to authorize KEJ to purchase and use, on the City's behalf,  one metal detector. All aye; motion passed.

Council stipulated that Johnson can use the detector and return it to the City when heis not longer the maintenance contractor. He currently uses the City's locate device.  Johnson is to put down a $100 deposit on the locate device and receive that back when the device is returned.

Harper stated that there should be a note in the next maintenance contract that the equipment is owned by the City.  Wingfield will authorize Johnson to spent up to $600 for a detector. 

G. Change date of August council meeting – The August 10 date conflicts with the date of the primary election..

Motion 14 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to re -set  the August council meeting to Thursday, August 12.

All aye; motion passed.

H.  Tree Inspector – Steve Dean has resigned as inspector.

Harper suggested that Steve Dean put together and RFP to help the City search for a new inspecctor. Carson will pursue this with Dean. Harper further stated that the new inspector will need a knowledge of tree diseases and be able to designate which trees are distressed. 


8. UNFINISHED BUSINESS  

A.  Worker's Compensation Coverage for Volunteers and City Officials

Motion 15 (M/Harper. S/Carson) that the City purchase  additional workers' comp insurance to cover volunteers and officials at a premium of $181.  All aye; motion passed.

Harper commented that this insurance is a good thing and she is glad that Councilmember Nardecchia pursued this matter. 

 B. Special Assessment Update

Mayor said this assessment letter is for action at the meeting but the numbers are not available so cannot move forward. Harper said she cannot approve the letter with numbers in the blanks as this data must come from assessment rolls and she is not sure they are current. Each individual account and outstanding balance needs to be certified through the audit. She thinks the letter looks good. Mayor inquired as to what is the assessment roll and Harper responded that it is a list of those who were assessed a certain amount of money for a certain project. There are 3 different projects so 3 different letters will need to go out with different amounts owed.

Wingfield expressed her concern that residents would call the City to check on the amount owed and this would consume a great deal of clerk time if specific amounts were not placed in the letter.

.  

Harper asked where are these numbers? Who is the keeper of the correct number? She said the Finance Committee has a record of the installment payments, not outstanding balances due. She can produce the installment data. 

Reiter explained that she as clerk can certify the amount of the full balance; put it in writing then sign the letter. The seal would then be applied. She stated that at least 3 people have double paid. She said that changes in office staff over the last months may have allowed for a poor process with incorrect information being given out. 

Consensus was to simplify the letter and have 3 different letters.. Mayor noted that people should not contact the clerk if they have any questions. Remove the options from the draft letter. Harper thinks the letter can get out fairly readily.

Motion 16 (M/Wingfield, S/Harper) to simplify the letter so that 3 different letters are sent out. Revise the letter to include only the amount due for 2010 special assessment installment by July 15.  All aye; motion passed.

     9. OTHER BUSINESS

      A. RFP for Engineer

     Clint Dixon wants to know if the criteria he submitted are still valid and if so, he can then decide who are the eligible candidates for serving as engineer.  There are 13 candidates and they will be contacted to see if they are proposing the same terms and City can go from there.  Any criteria changes from council should go to Mr. Dixon. None were noted by council members.

B. City Streets  - update by Brunner - absent.

Carson stated her confusion regarding the street striping project. Mayor said striping is to create a street  which  is narrower to allow for a bike/walking pathway.  Harper was also confused about the striping because minutes from April do not indicate a Council vote was taken on striping.

Motion 17 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to have Washington County stripe the street (Cedar/Hall Avenues) with a 10' driving lane.   All aye; motion passed.

Nardecchia is to help with this project by marking certain points along the road.

C. February 22, 2010 minutes

Harper noted that she made a motion at the February 22 council meeting that was not included in those minutes.  She wishes the minutes to be amended.

Motion 18 (M/Harper, S/Carson) have the City forward to the White Bear Lake Conservation District the dock applications for Kay, Dellwood, Ash, Elm, Birch.  Harper will attend the District meeting.

Carson could not attend the WBLCD meeting and Harper said she would and this action occurred at the end of the council meeting. She wants the February 22 minutes to document that this Council action occurred.       All aye; motion passed.

Motion 19 (M/Harper, S/Carson) to extend the council meeting until 10 p.m.  All aye; motion passed.

     10.  COUNCIL REPORTS

      A.  Councilmember Harper -   Comprehensive Plan Update

Harper noted that the Comprehensive Plan was approved in November 2008 and has been approved by the Metropolitan Council and it now needs adoption by resolution by the council. A public hearing must be held by the Planning Commission and the Planning Commission must recommend it to the council before council votes on it. The council does not need a public hearing.  Administrative action taken  – Clerk Reiter is to follow up with Planning Commission on this process.

 B.  Councilmember Carson – no report at this time.

 C.  Councilmember Nardecchia - absent

 D.   Councilmember Brunner   - absent

Mayor Wingfield asked that clerk Reiter contact Brunner and ask him if he could present something on the items, including Galena water bill at June council meeting. Harper asked if Engineer Elfering provided information to Brunner on the engineering RFP and she responded saying she does not know the status of this item with Brunner.

 E. Mayor Wingfield

Wingfield inquired about whether or not form 1099s went out to vendors and Reiter responded that W-2s were sent out but that 1099 forms don't go to vendors, only independent contractors. None were sent out this year. She can send 1099 forms to Council if they wish. The Mayor requested that the clerk file all the state and federal forms required by law.

F. City  Attorney Sandstrom - absent 

G. Clerk  (Reiter) 

Reiter direct Council's attention to the data regarding a bid for a new copier which is in their packets. Carson stated that the current copier is a dinosaur, operates slowly and jams easily. A new copier would be used for the newsletter and for multiple paper sizes.  Reiter introduced Craig Johnson, representing Toshiba,  from the audience who submitted a proposal for leasing a Toshiba 205L copier.  

Craig Johnson gave an overview of his copier rental proposal. He stated that his agreement is the result of the contract with the State of Minnesota. He tried to take into account the City's needs and believes his bid is very competitive. The current copier is 8-10 years old and they normally run fine for 5 years.   The new copier would have document feeders, 2-sided copying, scan in color, print, sort. He believes that the contract price is reasonable.  His proposal is a lease and the equipment is not owned at the end of the term.   

The Mayor said that it makes sense to purchase the proposed copier for $1798.    

Harper asked about a maintenance agreement – monthly operating costs =$17.70 a month. She wants to see where the City is in relation to year-to-date expenditures before deciding on a new copier.

Johnson stated that he proposal is good for 4 years and won't change if the Council takes 6 months to decide.

Mayor deferred this item to the Budget committee and they are to come up with a proposal.

Reiter reported that the Dock Association permits had arrived in the office.

She distributed a copy of the proposed fee ordinance and as soon as it's signed, it can be published.

Stuffing and mailing the newsletter: Mayor said that Little Canada will do this for 5¢ a  copy plus $125 for stuffing and envelopes; postage costs would go to Birchwood.  Harper suggested that the City continue to use volunteers but if the newsletter editor can get it to Little Canada and they do everything listed, that is a good price. They Mayor noted that this option is a better use of everyone's time.

Motion 20 (M/Wingfield, S/Carson) to contract with Little Canada to provide stuffing and copying needs for the newsletter and water billing for $125.  All aye; motion passed

Amendment to Motion 20:  (M/Harper, S/ Carson) to amend the motion to include $125 plus expenses.    All aye; amendment passed.

Administrative items – see Clerk Report accompanying these minutes.
