REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING

July 13, 2010

MINUTES

MEMBERS PRESENT: Mayor Mary Wingfield; Council Members Jay Brunner, Barb Carson, Jane Harper, and Nino Nardecchia. 

STAFF PRESENT: Interim City Clerk Cindie Reiter, City Clerk Dale Richard Powers
OTHERS PRESENT: City Engineer Kristie Elfering; Douglas Danks, Clint Dixon, Jim Greeley, Ken Heuer, Dana Klimp, John Lund, Ellen Maas, Dennis Ohlund, Cynthia Tomlinson , Larry Walker
Wingfield called the regular meeting to order @ 7:02pm, and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

OATH OF OFFICE – CITY CLERK: Reiter administered the oath of office to Powers as the new City Clerk.

AGENDA APPROVAL: 

Wingfield/Carson unanimous to approve the agenda for the July13, 2010 Regular Meeting with the following additions: 

· Add YTD’s under Item 7P

· Add W-2 update under item 7A1

· Add Water Bills update after W-2 update
· Add Cleaning Person staffing under Council Reports (Harper)
· Add Furnace Bids update under Council Reports (Brunner)

Harper/Carson 4-1 (Wingfield) to adjourn this meeting at 10:00pm. 

CONSENT AGENDA: Wingfield noted that the Council should complete its pressing business first, then deal with the consent agenda. Harper noted that the approved agenda has Consent Agenda as the next matter of business, and the only item left on the Consent Agenda is approval of the June 8 and 14, 2010 minutes. Wingfield noted that approval of the minutes should not have been on the Consent Agenda and will be dealt with later on in this meeting. 
OPEN FORUM:  The following comments were made by the public:

Ellen Maas wanted to thank Council Member Nardecchia for starting a needed dialogue on dock issues, and stating that no expenditures for this matter should be made until the City’s audit is completed. 

Jim Greeley wanted to thank John Lund for the work done on the tennis courts, and also noted that Council Member Nardecchia just wants to explain his plan and not request expenditures at this time. 

Dennis Ohlund also wanted to thank Council Member Nardecchia for his work on the dock issue, including conducting a workshop. Ohlund explained that less than 10% of the residents of the City use boat lifts, and wondered why 90% of the residents should subsidize 10% of the residents. Finally, given the financial condition of the City, it should reconsider any expenditures. 

CITY ENGINEER – HALL AND CEDAR STREET REPAIRS: Elfering reviewed the July 13, 2010 memorandum addressing the results of her investigation of these streets. Elfering noted that this is more of a finance question rather than an engineering issue, and the City has to first determine whether it wants to plan for future replacement of Hall and Cedar Streets, or to schedule a regular road repair plan. If the City desires to eventually replace these streets.
Nardecchia asked whether the $175,000 option was a mill and overlay project. Elfering said it was.

Brunner asked whether these bids are for the full length of the streets. Elfering said they were.

Wingfield said the issue is that the road needs repair and needs to be fixed. Under the replacement process, per the comprehensive plan the costs would be 100% special assessed to the property owners. 
The question is what do we do right now, because the cracks will get worse if nothing is done – the public expects repairs, not rebuilding. Elfering replied that $3,000 per year for 5 years could take care of the immediate problem. 

 Wingfield express a level of uncomfort with placing a big-ticket item on these properties in 5 years. The vendors she contacted stated that the City should establish a regular 5-year repair rotation to maintain the streets, which would be a lower cost. Wingfield noted that the City should bring Allied Blacktop in to fill in the cracks as soon as possible. 
Harper looked at the City’s budget and noted that this expenditure was not budgeted for this year; can we wait until next year? Elfering noted that a freeze/thaw cycle would further deteriorate the roads. Whitfield noted that, since the City is not earning much interest on its investment, perhaps a better way to invest the money is for this purpose. Brunner, as road commissioner, noted that since the audit is not completed, it would be perilous to the public fisc to undergo a major expenditure at this time. Brunner further noted that last year’s approach should be used – maintain a reasonable repair schedule and not get into major expenditures without good numbers from the audit. 

Nardecchia/Brunner 4-1 (Wingfield) to seal the cracks and reassess the City’s financial situation next spring to determine a course of action. 
Nardecchia moved to get three bids from vendors on this project. Motion died for lack of a second. Brunner suggested that the City Engineer get specifications drafted, submit them to him, and he will contact the vendors. Wingfield noted that Brunner’s findings will be on the August 12, 2010 agenda for discussion.
APPROVAL OF DISBURSEMENTS:  Discussion was held about certain expenditures and the Council was satisfied that the disbursements are in order. 

Nardecchia/Brunner unanimous to approve the disbursements as presented.

DEER CARCASS REMOVAL: A city resident presented a claim for $180.00 for reimbursement for removal of a deer carcass from City property. 

Wingfield/Nardecchia unanimous to reimburse the City resident $180.00 for the cost of removing a deer carcass from City property.

BANYAN SERVICE CONTRACT RENEWAL: Reiter noted that although the City has switched from Banyan to CTAS for accounting software services, there is still archival data in the City’s Banyan database. These data can’t be accessed due to a computer error. In order for the computer error to be fixed, Reiter noted that the City will need to extend its service contract with Banyan. The cost for renewal is $780.00.

The consensus of the Council is that this is a matter that can be taken of internally without extending the service contract. Nardecchia said he will contact banyan about the error message and determine the method to retrieve the archival data.

LMCIT INSURANCE RENEWAL: Reiter noted that the overall premium went down, and if the City wants to further reduce costs it could increase the deductible. Brunner asked whether the City gets a menu of options based on variable deductibles. Powers noted that there is nothing to be gained from increasing the deductible, as the first claim with a higher deductible costs more to the City that the savings from the higher deductible.
Nardecchia/Brunner unanimous to accept the renewal quote with the current deductible. 

CTAS TRAINING: Reiter noted that the new financial reports are in CTAS, and if the Council wants training to go over this new method it can be arranged. Nardecchia expressed a thought that it was more important for Powers to receive training, and believes it may be available online through the State Auditor’s Office. Reiter cautioned the Council against co-mingling of clerk and treasurer duties for internal control reasons. Nardecchia is aware of this issue. Harper mentioned that Reiter and Powers will be meeting with her to discuss segregation of duties and making sure appropriate training Is provided to each staff member. 

SPECIAL ASSESSMENT LETTER MAILING AND COLLECTION: Reiter mailed out 183 letters; 7 returned because the resident moved; and received payment for approximately 50 residents. Wingfield noted that Powers can handle this matter like all other delinquent City accounts and certify the assessment to the County in an appropriate time period. 
DOG LICENSE SPREADSHEET: Wingfield said the police requested a spreadsheet on dog licenses so they know who owns a stray dog. Cynthia Tomlinson and Reiter stated that this information has been put together.

W-2 ISSUES: Reiter said the W-2’S went out, but stated that W-4’s for each Council Member were not filled out, so no W-2’s for previous years went out because no taxes were withheld. Reiter noted that W-4’s for this year will be sent to each member for this year. 

WATER BILL ADDRESS ISSUES: Wingfield stated that she will work with Powers to extract address information pertaining to this issue. 

WBLCD 2011 BUDGET AND CITY ASSESSMENT: Douglas Danks, the Birchwood representative to the WBLCD, addressed the Council on the Conservation District’s proposed 2011 budget. Danks noted that the assessment will go up for 2011 due primarily to deal with the Eurasian milfoil issue on White Bear Lake. Previously the Conservation District use reserve funds and DNR grants to address this issue, but going forward it will need to finance this activity through the annual assessment. General discussion was held with the Council and Danks on Eurasian milfoil treatment methods.  
TRANSITION STAFFING: Harper reviewed the amended Administrative Staffing Plan for the City, and directed the Council to Item 3 – extending Cindie Reiter’s contract through September 15, 2010 at 15-20 hours a week. Harper/Carson to extend the contract of Cindie Reiter until September 15, 2010 as stated in the amended Administrative Staffing Plan. 
Wingfield/Nardecchia  to amend the motion to extend the contract until August 13, 2010 for 15-20 hours a week on a monthly basis as guided by Powers. Nardecchia stated that his motivation for the amendment is so the City is not obligated to keep Reiter on if the audit is completed and the situation at City Hall is stabilized. Wingfield expressed a concern about having an independent contractor doing treasurer work, a concern shared by the LMC.
The motion to amend failed on a 2-3 vote (Nardecchia and Wingfield voting in the affirmative; Brunner, Carson, and Harper voting in the negative).

The original motion was approved on a 3-2 vote (Brunner, Carson, and Harper voting in the affirmative; Nardecchia and Wingfield voting in the negative).

BIRCHWOOD COMPREHENSIVE PLAN: Danks addressed the Council in his role as a member of the Birchwood Village Planning Commission, and reviewed the process that led to the Commission’s recommendation for Council approval of the revised Comprehensive Plan, with the following actions recommended: (a) provide inspection and cleaning of storm water sump basins on a regular schedule to maintain their efficiency; (b) continue to study and improve surface storm water management in the City of Birchwood Village; and (c) consider revising Ordinance 301.040 to permit two dwellings on a parcel under certain limited conditions. Item (c) would be consistent with national and regional trends permitting a “granny flat” dwelling in addition to the principal dwelling, which would provide residents the ability to age in place. 
Harper/Brunner to approve Resolution 2010-07-01 – A Resolution to Approve the Amended Birchwood Comprehensive Plan as approved by the Met Council. The roll call is as follows: 

Nardecchia: AYE; Harper: AYE; Carson: AYE; Brunner: AYE; Mayor Wingfield: AYE

The motion was approved unanimously.

Harper/Brunner unanimous to direct the Planning Advisory Committee to review the Comprehensive Plan and recommend to the City Council implementation strategies, including the concept for “granny flats”. 
Harper/Nardecchia unanimous to request the Budget Committee to review the City’s Capital Improvement Schedule  and update it accordingly to reflect the recommendations of the Comprehensive Plan.  
CITY BUILDING REPAIRS: Carson reviewed the bids for Village Hall painting and Public Works Building roof repairs. The City received two bids for the roofing work, and Carson noted that those two were the only bids received. The bids were as follows: 

Oneka Roofing $2,100.00

Cornerstone $2,795.00

Carson/Nardecchia unanimous to award the contract for roofing repairs to the Public Works Building to Oneka Roofing. 

Harper expressed a concern that this expenditure was not in the FY 2010 budget. 

Harper/Nardecchia unanimous to amend the City’s FY 2010 and pay for this expenditure out of the City’s general fund. 
Carson noted that the City received four bids for the painting of the Village Hall. The bids were as follows:

Cornerstone $4,800.00 (two coats)

Robichaud $3,885.00 (one coat)

Lake Area $6,900.00 (one coat)

Lake Area $9,058.00 (two coats)

Tim’s $5,450.00 (two coats)
Carson/Nardecchia unanimous to award the contract for painting the Village Hall to Cornerstone. 

Harper reiterated a concern that this expenditure was not in the FY 2010 budget. 

Harper/Brunner unanimous to amend the City’s FY 2010 and pay for this expenditure out of the City’s general fund. 
DOCK AND BOAT SLIP PERMIT FEES: Nardecchia discussed an issue with nonpayment of these fees, as follows: 
Ash: $900.00, representing 1 dock permit fee and 4 boat slip permit fees

Birch: $1,100.00, representing 1 dock permit fee and 5 boat slip permit fees

Dellwood: $1,300.00, representing 1 dock permit fee and 6 boat slip permit fees

Elm: $700.00, representing 1 dock permit fee and 3 boat slip permit fees

Kay: $100.00, representing 1 dock permit fee

TOTAL: $4,100.00
The various dock associations agreed to pay these fees in February 2010, yet to date no fees have been paid. The determination of whether a slip was usable was made by each respective dock association. 
Nardecchia/Wingfield unanimous to have the City bill the dock associations for any unpaid dock permit and boat slip permit fees for 2010. 
Harper noted that when the Council adopted the fee ordinance in December 208 that the fees would be deposited in a dedicated park fund for maintenance of the docks. To date, that fund has not been established and recommend to the Budget Committee that this fund be established. 

BOAT PROOF OF INSURANCE: Nardecchia noted that proof of insurance is to be provided to the City on the first of May, yet to date this information has not been forwarded to City Hall. 
Nardecchia/Brunner unanimous that the Ash, Birch, Dellwood, and Elm dock associations present, as required by the City of Birchwood Village Public Beach Easement Use Regulation amended 8/11/98, proof of insurance for the boats installed on their docks and, if they do not provide such proof, that the City Council direct the affected dock associations to remove the boats and their associated lifts from the City’s ADUA. 

CITY BOAT SLIP WAITING LIST: Nardecchia provided the Council with the latest iteration of the boat slip waiting list. Carson asked if this list is the same as provided at the last meeting. Nardecchia said it was, and the various dock associations requested that their names be removed from the list, since it is a City list and not a dock association list. 

CONSOLIDATED BOAT SLIP UTILIZATION LIST: Nardecchia noted that the current lists are by dock association and not a unitary document. What is missing is a method of fairly implementing dock privileges. The City needs to move toward a more equitable method to improve the availability of these finite resources, and consider whether there needs to be a cap on number of years a resident can retain dock privileges.
Nardecchia/Wingfield unanimous that the Ash, Birch, Dellwood, and Elm dock associations provide the Council with a Consolidated Boat Slip Utilization list containing all current members in descending order based on total number of years each current member has had the use of the City’s boat slip privileges. The dock associations would be required to deliver the list to the Council at the August 12, 2010 Council meeting. 
SINGLE DOCK ASSOCIATION: Wingfield noted, after the following motion was made and seconded but before the vote, that this matter was discussed at the workshop. Brunner  asked whether this is consistent with what the ordinance currently provides for. Nardecchia responded that it does. Harper expressed a concern about the feasibility of merging the dock associations, expressly the impact on fixed assets. Nardecchia responded that the dock associations agreed that merging the dock associations can be done; however it was found that there are some by-laws changes that are yet to be completed. In addition, the proposed Public Lake Tract Ordinance language calls for by-laws changes by the dock associations. With a 2/3rds vote required to amend by-laws, it is easy for a minority to block required amendments. Individuals associated with the dock associations indicated that without the City’s prodding that the required by-laws changes will not be made. 
Nardecchia/Harper 4-1 (Brunner) to notify the dock associations that it will only accept dock permit application packages for the 2011 boating season from a single dock association with one set of by-laws, fees, dues, and special assessments. 

CITY DOCKS PROPOSAL: Nardecchia, during the motion, explained that there was be a Dock Working Group consisting of members from the dock associations and non-lakeshore residents. 
Wingfield stated that this is much like a “pro forma” to provide information for the Council to evaluate the proposal.  Harper is opposed to this motion, stating that the City is currently in the middle of a continuum between complete private control over dock access and complete City control over dock access, and the direction the City is taking (blend of private and public) seems to be working; there are some concerns about insurance and other technical matters; the message from members of the public seems like the City’s intention is to take over the docks, sending the wrong message; the City’s financial position may make a City takeover unfeasible; and while this may be a good idea going forward, at this time the idea appears to be premature. Nardecchia responded that this motion merely authorizes research, and it does not force the City to act. Carson indicated that no residents are in favor of this proposal, and 2 residents are opposed. 
Nardecchia/Brunner 3-2 (Harper and Carson opposed) to approve implementation of the following plan to evaluate the City buying and operating its own docks: (a) The Council agrees to hear a plan for the City to buy and operate its own docks. The plan would include a cost-benefit analysis of the City-owned and operated docks compared to private dock association-owned and operated docks; and (b) the plan will be presented to the City Council no later than October 30, 2010. 
PUBLIC LAKE TRACT EASEMENT CLEANUP: Nardecchia commented that this matter has been mainly addressed; there are a couple of items left to be cleaned up and will get with Powers to coordinate completion of this matter.

PUBLIC LAKE TRACT ORDINANCE STATUS: Nardecchia moved to set a special meeting for July 21, 2010 to complete the draft Public Lake Tract Ordinance for review at a public hearing. The consensus of the City Council was that July 21 would not work. The motion died for lack of a second. After discussion amongst the Council members, it was decided  to discuss this matter at the August 12, 2010 Regular Meeting. 

RFP – CITY ENGINEER: Clint Dixon addressed the City Council on the method use to evaluate the various RFP’s to provide municipal engineering services for the City. Three reviewers (Wingfield; Dixon; Carson/Nardecchia as a team) independently analyzed the proposals based on the following criteria: stability, quality of the firm (principal personnel & key support staff); character (conflict of interest & references); and cost. The three sets of scores were combined, and the top 3 firms were identified as LHB, Bolton & Menk, and Emmons. Wingfield  mentioned that at this point, interviews need to be scheduled, and identified a fourth firm (Thatcher) that appeared to also rank high on each reviewer’s evaluation and should be considered to add if one of the top 3 decline to interview. 

Harper mentioned that the current City engineer (Elfering) should be granted an interview, as well. Harper is concerned about changing engineers at this time, given the flux with City staffing. Elfering can provide continuity and a level of institutional memory for the City. As well, since the data held by Elfering will be retained by that firm, there may be significant costs associated with knowledge acquisition by the new firm. Brunner asked about how and where the analysis of the RFP’s were conducted, and noted that Wingfield and Dixon reviewed independently, and Carson and Nardecchia teamed up. Dixon responded by stating that the process was designed to have 3 independent reviews, and a meeting was to be held amongst the reviewers to discuss differences in scores, but was not held. Wingfield also noted Open Meeting Law concerns with a quorum of Council members participating in the review process. Responding to Harper’s concerns, Wingfield noted that the City owns the engineering data held by the current City Engineer; this process has been ongoing for several months; there is the potential for significant cost savings by switching firms; and the City needs to move forward on this matter. Brunner related that the City has appointed Harper and myself to coordinate personnel matters, and does not recall being asked to participate in this matter.  Wingfield responded by stating that Brunner volunteered to be a part of the City Clerk hiring process, and that other Council members volunteered for the City Engineer RFP review process. Harper noted that, unlike this matter, there was a vacancy in the City Clerk position and the City did not have the discretion to not hire a City Clerk. 

Wingfield stated that the next step in the process is the set a date and time for interviews, establish a process for interviewed the firms, and who will be a part of the interview team. Dixon recommended that the City Council reviewers be the interview team, and that he would not participate in the interviews, but would coordinate the process. 
Harper reiterated her concerns that it is more important to stabilize the situation at City Hall and return to this issue in the spring. 
Harper/Brunner 2-3 (Harper and Brunner voting in the affirmative; Nardecchia, Carson, and Wingfield voting in the negative) to suspend the interview process for the City Engineer until the first quarter 2011. 
Wingfield/Carson 3-2 (Nardecchia, Carson, and Wingfield voting in the affirmative; Harper and Brunner voting in the negative) to schedule interviews for Monday, August 16, 2010 at 6:00pm at Village Hall, and to interview the top 4 firms on the evaluation (LHB, Bolton & Menk, Emmons, and Thatcher), and to also schedule discussion of the Public Lake Tract Ordinance for this date after the interviews are completed. Harper/Brunner 4-1 (Wingfield) to amend the motion to extend an opportunity for the City’s current engineer (Elfering) to interview for the position. 

2011 BUDGET PLANNING:  Larry Walker from the Budget Committee addressed the Council on the next step in the process, which is to present to him your budget priorities for FY 2011. A Power Point presentation will be e-mailed to each of you. Wingfield indicated that since the City now has YTD’s that those figures will be forwarded to the Committee. 
RFP-PROPERTY ASSESSOR: Wingfield related that property values have risen faster that other area communities for the same value residential property, and is concerned that this may negatively impact property taxes paid by residents. Many other area cities have decided to hire municipal property assessors and end reliance on the County Assessor. The Council previously authorized an RFP from private vendors for this service, but has yet to issue the request. Ken Heuer addressed the Council on his experience in property appraisal and assessment, and shared his professional opinions on the process of property assessment. 

Harper recommended that if the City wanted a review of the County’s assessing process that it invite the Washington County Assessor to make a presentation, and cautioned the Council that the local assessor does not have the authority to set the property value – that is retained by the County and the County will charge the City for any “out-of-line” municipal appraisals that need to be adjusted. Harper further noted that the City would need to establish a local Board of Review and Appeal and one member of the City Council would be to be trained by the Department of Revenue and attend and conduct those hearings. 
Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-2 (Wingfield, Nardecchia, and Carson voting in affirmative; Harper and Brunner voting in the negative) to submit an RFP for municipal assessing services starting January 1, 2011 through the League of Minnesota Cities.

Wingfield/Nardecchia 3-2 (Wingfield, Nardecchia, and Carson voting in affirmative; Harper and Brunner voting in the negative) to direct Wingfield to submit the RFP to the League of Minnesota Cities. 
 SURFACE WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN: Wingfield noted that the City needs to schedule a public hearing for adoption of the City’s Surface Water Pollution Prevention Plan. This is a matter that was scheduled previously, but certain legal requirements needed to be met prior to scheduling the public hearing and these requirements had yet to be met. This necessitated obtaining an extension of the deadline for adoption of the Plan.
Wingfield/Nardecchia unanimous to schedule a public hearing for August 12, 2010 to receive comments on the proposed Plan. 

Wingfield/Nardecchia unanimous to authorize Wingfield to contact Keith Cherryholmes of the MPCA is request an extension of time to complete the SWPPP process. 

TIME EXTENSION
Harper/Nardecchia 4-1 (Brunner) to extend the time to complete the Regular Meeting from 10:00pm to 10:15pm
COUNCIL/STAFF REPORTS: Harper, responding to Wingfield’s query on the cleaning person issue, responded that she was unaware she was responsible for finding out if she was still interested in the position. The Council directed staff to contact the cleaning person to find out her status, and if she does not want to continue providing the service to bring the matter up at the August 12, 2010 regular meeting.  Reiter commented that the cleaning person told her that the vacuum cleaner doesn’t work. The Council indicated that staff was authorized at the last meeting to purchase a vacuum cleaner. Nardecchia indicated that he will purchase a vacuum cleaner and ancillary items and donate it to the City. The Council directed staff to draft a recommendation on cleaning services and cleaning standards to be forwarded to the Council for the August 12, 2010 meeting. 
Harper addressed the Council on the upcoming LMC Clerk’s Orientation Conference August 24-26, 2010 in St. Paul, and discussed with Powers whether he would like to attend that meeting. Powers reiterated that a refresher course would help. Harper mentioned that the City has budgeted $400.00 for training and that the cost of this conference is $245.00. 
Harper finally noted that, as Council personnel liaison, she will be conducting weekly staff meetings to provide a level of direction on work priorities to the staff. Nardecchia indicated that he would like to join Harper in that matter. 
Carson noted that the Parks Commission will be losing a member that will be relocating outside the City. Cynthia Tomlinson related that the member in question has put his house on the market and is unsure whether he can stay on the Commission while his house is on the market. Tomlinson replied that he can stay on until he actually moves out of the City, and also mentioned that another member’s term is up in August. The Council directed staff to put notification of both vacancies in the City newsletter for solicitation of candidates. 

Carson noted that she has received comments from the public about the condition of the City beaches, and commented that a DNR permit to remove debris is required. The cost of the permit is $34.00, and a representative from DNR can advise the City on what can and cannot be removed from the beaches. Each of the 5 tracts requires a separate DNR permit. Wingfield recommended that the City obtain a permit for one of the beaches and not all 5. That way, if the DNR says we can’t remove anything from one of the beaches, and that material is present at the other 4, then the City hasn’t wasted the additional expenditure. 
Brunner discussed the RFP for a Certified Water Operator. The City received 1 proposal, and has not had the opportunity to review the RFP for conformance with the RFP requirements. Wingfield commented that she is aware of the situation; that this has been going on for 2 years; that she is familiar with the work done by Jeff Manship, the operator that submitted the RFP; MDH gave us a deadline of April 30 to hire an operator that has been violated. It doesn’t make any sense to ignore this issue and risk possible MDH sanction. The City needs to proceed on this issue. 
Brunner expressed a concern about acting on this matter at this meeting, since it was not listed as an action item. Harper was concerned that she has not received any materials on Manship’s qualifications and is hesitant to act without that information. Wingfield responded to Brunner’s concerns by stating that all items on an agenda are eligible for Council action, and responded to Harper’s concerns by stating that she is familiar with Manship’s work and is comfortable that he can perform the duties as requested by the Council in the RFP. 
Wingfield/Nardecchia 2-3 (Wingfield and Nardecchia voting in the affirmative; Harper, Carson, and Brunner voting in the negative) to hire Jeff Manship as the City’s Certified Water Operator at $80.00 per month, plus time and material rates at $110.00 an hour.

ADJOURN: Nardecchia/Harper unanimous to adjourn @ 10:17pm.
