Licenses are for two years and are issued in even-numbered years. Newly-licensed dogs in odd-numbered years are charged 50% of the two-year fee. You may obtain your new license by completing the application above, and returning same, with the license fee and proof of up-to-date vaccination, to the above address.  The license will be mailed to you upon receipt of your application/fee.

The license fee is $10.00 per dog and will be good through December 31st, 2017. The late license fee will be 50% of the regular fee if the license is not purchased by February 15th.   Failure to obtain a license by February 15th could result in a court summons.  Licenses are required for dogs 6 months of age and older.  

The City ordinance stipulates that the license must be affixed to the dog’s collar by January 15.  It also stipulates that dogs must be restrained 12 months of the year.
